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An issue has been identified in Yahoo! Mail that can affect users’ SMTP mail experience. AT&T Yahoo!
Members have been able to configure an external email client with a From email address that is not
associated with their AT&T Yahoo! Mail account. This security fix is designed to remove this capability.
This security fix will affect Members that have a non-verified Yahoo! ID that is not associated with their
AT&T Yahoo! Account.

Per Yahoo!, Verification is required of a valid, alternate email address to protect your Yahoo! account and
to:

Alert you if we should witness suspicious activity with your account.
Issue you a new password if you ever forget your current one.
Ensure that your email address is valid and owned by you.
