How to run TSC on Linux thin clients (LTSP in particular).
(i.e. diskless, headless clients)

1. On the Linux server, install the Linux client to a directory that is accessible to the thin client from across the network.  I chose /home/TEN/raic9/TSC/task_1.

2. Let the client completely install.  Give it an email address when it asks and the install will finish and a node id will be acquired.

3. The client will now run from the server, but will not run from a blade or network terminal.  3 files from the LTSP need to be replaced with the files from the server install.  Do the following: 
a.  rename head and tail located in /opt/ltsp/i386/usr/bin to head.org and tail.org
b.  copy head and tail from /usr/bin to /opt/ltsp/i386/usr/bin
c.  copy /usr/lib/libstdc++-3-libc6.2-2-2.10.0.so to /opt/ltsp/i386/usr/lib.
d.  rename the copy of the file to libstdc++-lib6.1-1.so.2

The above steps get rid of lib not found errors and java files not found errors.

4. Edit the general.prp file found in /your_install_directory/TSC/res .  Change the LaunchMain=true to LaunchMain=false.  This keeps the graphics from trying to load.

5. Edit the control.prp file found in /your_install_directory/TSC.  Make shure that DisplayAgentGUI=false.  This is part 2 of keeping the graphics from trying to load.

6. Now edit launch.xen and find the line that starts “duplicate.error.message=” and remove everything to the right of the equal sign.  This will effectively remove the check to see if D2OL is already running.  This is the check that is broken and Sengent doesn’t seem to want to fix.

7. You should now be able to run the program in file controller mode which removes all display output and places it in a file called d2ol.out.txt.  This is done by running “./D2OL controller:file” from the /your_install_directory/TSC directory.

To perform a proper shutdown of the client, from the server or telnet session, edit the control.prp file and change Shutdown=false to Shutdown=true.  Save the file and within seconds the client will shutdown.  Now edit control.prp and change “Shutdown=” back to false or the client will not start the next time you try.
